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Spacecraft Launched by Provider
In Q2, SpaceX launched 659 spacecraft, the most of any launch provider

Orbital Launches by Launch Provider
In Q2, SpaceX had the most orbital launches, followed by CASC

Spacecraft Launched and Total Upmass

Smaller satellites (<1,200 kg) represented 99% of spacecraft launched 
in Q2, 86% of total upmass

SpaceX launched about 530,048 kg of spacecraft upmass in Q2, 
followed by CASC with about 35,534 kg
